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For Foreign Students Taking a Leave of Absence from School

Taking a leave of absence from school will affect a foreigh student’s status of
residence. Depending on your reason for taking a leave, it may be extremely difficult for you to
renew your visa status in the future. Article 22, item (iv) of the Immigration Control Act states the
following:
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In your case, the “College student” status

If a foreign national residing under a status of residence listed in “"Appended
Table 1.” has failed to continue to engage in the activities corresponding to that

status for three months or more while residing in Japan (except for cases in which the
foreign national has justifiable grounds for not engaging in the activities while
residing in Japan), the Minister of Justice may revoke the foreign national’s status of
residence.
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Note: the “justifiable grounds” refers to those who cannot attend school due to iliness
or any other sustained injuries.

BZEDAHLGZIAIK. KRERIZTILAA  (BRIVER) 2T 52 EMBTEFEA,

A foreign student is not allowed to engage in any part-time job (activity outside scope
permitted) during his/her leave of absence.
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The purpose of the “"College Student” status is for you to attend a Japanese university. If you
take a leave of absence, it means that you are incapable of engaging in the activity corresponding
to that status, so the school does not allow you to work part-time job (activity outside scope
permitted) during your leave of absence.
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When reviewing a student’s status of residence application, “financial reasons” is not
considered “Justifiable grounds” for taking a leave of absence.
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Please take note because students have been rejected for this reason in the past when they
renew their status of residence.
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
